One of TESOL's bestselling books, New Ways in Teaching Reading (NWTR), is undergoing revision for a second edition under the direction of Richard R. Day, editor. NWTR is a collection of activities and exercises contributed by teachers who have used them in their teaching of reading in ESL and EFL classrooms around the world.
Two areas have been identified for new contributions that address classroom ideas for reading:
a. Young learners - because the field of young learners has expanded greatly, the new edition needs contributions with activities and exercises that treat this aspect of teaching reading.

b. Internet - the current edition leaves a major gap in the area of using the Internet for teaching reading; thus activities and exercises in this area are welcome.

The new edition will continue with the at-a-glance, simple lesson plan. All contributions should follow as closely as possible the format of the current edition:
Length: 400-800 words
Section parts:
· Title: Youtube Comment Activity

· Levels Intermediate-High

· Aims: Encourages students to critically read comments and understand the unwritten aspects of the comments. 

· Class Time: 50 minutes

· Preparation Time: 5 Minutes, to set up the projector and speaker systems.

· Resources: Youtube

· Procedure

· Assess student’s interests in popular culture, music, movies, etc.

· Find a youtube video that could capture the attention of the students (can be done in class)

· Look though the comments and assign a comment to each student or a group of students, depending on the level of proficiency of the students. 

· Have the students provide a gloss for the comment and share with the class. 

· Provide discussion questions to promote deeper understanding regarding the unwritten connotations and ideas behind the comments. 

· “Does this person really believe in what he is saying?”

· “Does anybody have a comment that sounds positive but is actually negative?”

· “Are there any words that you couldn’t find in the dictionary?”

· “Is this comment grammatically correct?”

· “If no, does this mean that this comment is not in english?”

· Caveats and Options (e.g., how to shorten or alter for different situations)

· If the students are not keen to discussion, the discussion questions may be omitted. The discussion questions are meant for the students to understand that there are usually meanings behind what is blatantly stated in the comment. 

· Use groups instead of individuals, which may promote more discussion and critical thinking.

· Appendix (e.g., sample word list)

· Contributor (brief bio, e.g., 35 words)
